WHEREAS, the report of 2 Committee on Test reads
141-89-SM: Fiber-Shieid Industries, Incorporated, Plainview,
New York filed for approval of “Flame-Shield” also known as
“Flamecryl” flameproofing compound.

PROPOSED USE: Flameproofing compound for fire resistive,
cFroofed materials such as textiles, paper, similar materials
or decorative purposes, and treated acousual drapenies,’
arpcxs and similar materials for use in places of public
assembly and special occupancy structures.
DESCRIPTION: Flame-Shicld (also known as Flzmecryl) isa
sprayed-on, halogenated mixturs which does not contain
asbestos, cellulose or nitrocellulose. It consisis of 2 fluoro-
brominated compounds which are non-toxic.

The above compound is intended to be used for Cotton,
Ravon/Acetate, Wool, Cotton-Duck, Paper, Polyester, Acrylic,
and Orlon.

INSPECTION AND TEST: Flame-Shield (also known as
Flamecryl) was tested on the above materials in accordance with
294-40SR and was found 10 meet the requirements. Twnng was

performed by Beter Fabrics Testing Bureau Incorporaied
(Report No. 54415 dated December 16, 1988).
